The ethanol additive in gasoline which replacedgiwaind
water polluting MTBE is causing problems with marin
gasoline engines.
Ethanol is an alcohol and a very good solvent.
It has an affinity for water and organic compounds.
They now find out that this solvent property has alility to
dissolve old sludge in the bottom of gasoline tamkgh
will then plug filters and carburetors.
The ethanol also has the ability to dissolve thiggxier resin
used to make some of the older fiberglass (FRRploe
tanks. This polyester alcohol mixture will go thghuthe
filter and then plate out on the engine, plugginmker
passages and sometimes ruining the engine.
An enzyme product is now available made by Stdebri
called StarTron which keeps the sludge particlémm
suspension allowing them to be burned in the engihes is
ok for all of us with regular steel or polyethyleg@soline
tanks but does not help the FRP tanks. Those viRth fanks
need to be very careful and instead of storing ttgtm full
tanks store the boat with an empty tank which b
carefully vented of all fumes.
The only real answer to those who have FRP taniksask
the boat or tank manufacturer whether their tank is
susceptible to this problem, and if it is, to rey@ldhe tanks.
This is a very costly process which for older baatsld be
more than the boat is worth.
Those with FRP tanks containidgesel do not have a
problem but maybe some of the new biodiesels wéate
their own problems, stay tuned.
